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Dear Friends of Malawi

Since our last newsletter, in June, Damson has been very busy and has sent us lots of exciting reports.    As you know, he was suffering persecution and having spent several days in the mountains praying and fasting, God revealed His plan for Damson; to move house, which he was able to do this month.   This house is only 20 minutes walk from the Limbe Church.   In July he held a conference with his pastors; thirteen churches were represented and he reported how the churches had grown.   Two weeks ago Damson went to preach in the two churches in Mozambique, but whilst there he spoke in other villages who requested  to join the Fellowship as they are so hungry for the Word.    This will make 14 churches in Mozambique and 15 in Malawi.  Damson has sent us photos on how the Fellowship money has been used, in buying goats, starting small businesses, and clothing.   It is very humbling to see what differences have been made from photos a couple of years ago.    Please check out our website above to see photos. 
The refugees from Zimbabwe have now returned home.   Damson writes: ‘Zim when they were here they love our faith and our teaching so they want me also to open a church for them’ and he quotes Exodus 14:13-18.
You will see we have reverted to the name ‘Bible Fellowship of Malawi’.  Having closed the registered charity we were asked to keep the Bible Fellowship going, so after contacting the Charity Commissioners we have followed their instructions, but the Bible Fellowship Ministries bank account will still remain open.    
We have enclosed our Christmas Present form and we will be selling jams, chutneys etc. at New Life Church 26th September, 24th October and St Paul’s on 10th October, all in Worthing. 

Please continue to pray for the Lord’s Work in Malawi, Mozambique and the UK.
